Chil drends Advocacy Cel
Brings Services Closer to Home

The CACECM has had an exciting and successful year at their new office in Farmington. The

office was opened utilizihgaone-y ear Program Expansion Grant fro
Alliance. The grant allowed the CACECM to open an office at 601 Maple in Farmington to

provide services at a more convenient location for families from St. Francois, Ste. Genevieve,

Madison and Iron counties. Previously, some families had to travel over an hour to receive a

forensic interview and services. The Farmington Office cut mileage and travel time almost in

half for these families.

The CACECEM has provided services to over 130 children and their families since opening at
the end of April 2009. Connilee Boehne, Executive Director, explained that while it may seem
upsetting to realize the number of local children that have made a disclosure of abuse, it also

confirms the need for these kinds of services in the area.

Services provided through the Chil dr en @milieAdv oc a
Staff depend on grants and donations to pay operational costs and staff salaries. The startup
grant that initially funded the Farmington location has ended. The CACECM is now searching
for additional funding to continue providing services in Farmington. Funding is needed for rent
and utility expenses as well as the expense for staff to travel to the Farmington office. The site
in Farmington is currently functioning as a satellite office and staff from the Desoto CACECM
office travel to the location when an interview is scheduled. The overwhelming success of the
Farmington office had demonstrated the need for full time staff to be located at the site. The
CACECM is also looking for funding to be able to staff the Farmington office with a full-time
Forensic Interviewer and Family Advocate. Anyone interested in assisting with the project
through a tax deductible donation can contact Connilee Boehne at 636-586-1806 or
cboehne@comtrea.org.
